the trip

At the southern end of the African continent, the countries we visit are packed with adventure,
nature, culture and scenery. From the vast dunes of the Namibian desert, to the teeming
animal life of Etosha, this itinerary traverses the greatest parks, rivers and landscapes that
Africa’s south has to offer. From Cape Town, we head north passing through the
Namagqualand region, and witness the Orange River plummet 56m at Augrabies Falls. We
travel into the Kalahari, and spend a night in Kgalagadi National Park, before heading to the
boundless Namib Desert, where we marvel at Fish River Canyon and the wildlife of Etosha
National Park. On to Botswana we go in search of some of Africa’s greatest wildlife
experiences in the Moremi reserve and the Okavango River. The Victoria Falls are an inspiring
backdrop to a multitude of adventurous options and a fitting end to this amazing journey
through southern Africa.

detailed itinerary

DAY 1 Cape Town

Set against the majestic Table Mountain, Cape Town offers scenic, historic and cultural attractions.
Depart from Breakwater Lodge at 08h00, for a full day peninsula tour. Driving along the Atlantic
seahoard via Hout Bay and Chapman’s Peak, we visit the Cape Point Nature Reserve, returning along
the Indian Ocean coastline back to our well situated Waterfront hotel. A morning or afternoon cable
car ascent up Table Mountain is included (weather dependent). Dinner can be enjoyed at the bustling
Waterfront at your own expense. Overnight Breakwater Lodge (or similar)

DAY 2 Calvinia (Hantam region)

Departing Cape Town we pass through the picturesque Namaqualand region arriving in the historic
town of Calvinia, nestled on the foot of the Hantam Mountain range. During the months of August —
October the landscape is transformed into an explosion of colour due to the numerous wild flowers
of the region. Overnight Hantam Huis (or similar)

DAY 3 Augrabies Falls National Park

Leaving the Little Karoo we head north to the Augrabies Falls National Park. We pass through a lush
oasis area with an abundance of wine farms. Here the mighty Orange River plummets 56m into the
gorge below. The local name for these majestic falls is ‘Aukoerebis’ or ‘place of great noise’. We
spend the afternoon enjoying the falls from its many viewpoints. Overnight Vergelegen Guest House
(or similar accommodation).

DAYS4-5  Kgalagadi Transfrontier Park

Leaving Augrabies Falls National Park we head north into the Kalahari and the magnificent Kgalagadi
Transfrontier Park. Covering over 3,6 million hectares this is one of the largest reserves in Africa.
Due to sparse vegetation in the area excellent predator sightings are common including that of the
famous black maned Lion. Overnight Kgalagadi Restcamp chalets (or similar)

trip grading

Although there is no commitment to
extended walking on this journey we
nonetheless want to keep the ‘accent
on the active’. We therefore advise
that any physical training you
complete before undertaking the trip
will be to good effect. Although our
day walks are optional there is no
shortage of advantages of packing
as much into your time in Southern
Africa as possible. Whether this
includes climbing the sandunes in
Namibia or taking part in the
adventure activities at Victoria Falls,
the fitter you are the more this will
enhance your experience. Active
participation in camp set up and
some chores are encouraged for this
trip.
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Leaving the Kalahari region we head west and enter Namibia arriving at our lodge situated in a
scenically beautiful area. The following morning is free to relax and in the afternoon we visit the Fish
River Canyon, which is one of the largest and most awe inspiring canyons in the world. Overnight
Vogelstrausskluft Country Lodge (or similar accommodation).

Meals: B, D

Our journey takes us north through ever changing scenery to our accommodation located on the

edge of the Namib Desert. The following morning is an early departure for Sossusvlei, stopping in
the dune belt to witness the changing colours of the world’s highest sand dunes. We undertake a
5km walk to Sossusvlei and Deadvlei. In the afternoon we enjoy a short hike through the Sesriem
Canyon. Overnight Desert Camp (or similar accommodation).

Meals: B, D

We reach the coast at Walvis Bay and enjoy lunch while viewing the many flamingos feeding. We
arrive in Swakopmund and spend the afternoon and following day exploring this German colonial
town or booking one of the numerous optional excursions (own expense). Activities available include
sandboarding, quad biking, skydiving, kayaking, hot air ballooning or scenic flights over the vast
Namib Desert. Overnight Swakopmund Boutique Hotel (or similar accommodation).

Meals: B

We drive inland through the Damaraland region with its vast and rugged terrain. Its mountain ranges
are intercepted by wide gravel plains, which run into sandy, vegetated riverbeds and hot, dry valleys.
We visit the Twyfelfontein area for walks to the Bushmen paintings/ rock engravings as well as the
Organ Pipes. Our lodge is located on top of a mountain with spectacular views of the surrounding
area. Overnight Ugab Terrace Lodge (or similar accommodation).

Meals: B, D

In the morning we visit the Himba tribe, a semi-nomadic tribe, living in scattered settlements
throughout the region. They are characterised by their proud yet friendly stature and the women are
noted for their unusual beauty, enhanced by intricate hairstyles and traditional dress. A few hours
are spent learning more about these fascinating people. After our visit we proceed to Etosha National
Park where we enjoy our first game drive. Overnight Etosha Restcamp Chalets (or similar)

Meals: B, D

This Park is one of the most important reserves and game sanctuaries in Africa with thousands of
wild animals such as blue wildebeest, springhok, zebra, kudu, giraffe, cheetah, leopard, lion and
elephant making this area their home. The day is spent on game drive through the Park from the
Western to the Eastern side of the Park. Overnight Halali Restcamp inside Etosha National Park (or
similar accommodation).

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DAYS 15-16 Okavango River

We enter the Caprivi Strip where we spend the night set amongst the lush vegetation overlooking
the Okavango River. Enjoy sunset on the deck or a swim in the famous “river pool”. The following
day is free for optional excursions (own account) such as bird walks, game drives, mokoro
excursions®. Overnight Ngepi Camp (or similar accommodation).

*Please note that World Expeditions has not included the canoe trip as an option in this package, and
strongly advises against participation on the canoe trip because of safety concerns - the proximity
on the river to dangerous wildlife, particularly the hippopotamus. If you chose to undertake this with
other local contractors, you do so against our advice and entirely at your own risk.

DAYS 17-18 Chobe River

Crossing into Botswana via the Chobe National Park we overnight on the banks of the Chobe River.
Chobe is famous for its beautiful scenery, magnificent sunsets and abundance of wildlife and
birdlife. We relax on a sunset game-viewing cruise on the Chobe River. Optional Game Drive (own
account). Overnight Chobe Safari Lodge (or similar accommodation).

DAYS 19-20 Livingstone / Victoria Falls

We travel across the Zambian border to Livingstone to view Victoria Falls - without doubt one of the
greatest and most spectacular sights in Africa. Days are spent at leisure to browse the local
markets, to experience the many optional activities on offer in the adrenalin capital of Africa
including white water rafting, bungi jumping, microlighting/ airplane or helicopter flights over the
Falls, rhino walks, elephant back safaris, and to visit the Falls (own expense). Overnight Protea Hotel
Livingstone (or similar accommodation).

South Africa

South Africa is a huge and diverse nation covering the entire Southern Tip of the African
continent. The Rainbow Nation is home to an incredible diversity of peoples who are working
on forging a new future a decade after the fall of the Apartheid regime.

The land is as diverse as the people, from the postcard perfection of Cape Town and the
Table Mountain to the rugged splendour of the Orange River and the teeming metropolis of
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Namibia

On the South West Africa Coast, sandwiched between the Kalahari Desert and the wild South
Atlantic, Namibia has deserts, and dunes as well as coasts and canyons. Formerly a colony of
Germany an later a colony of South Africa, the now independent Namibia is rich in natural
resources and enjoys modern infrastructure and diverse traditional cultures

Botswana

Botswana in the centre of Southern Africa, is almost 582,000 sqg. kms in area and is largely
arid and semi arid, plains, pans and deserts. The Okavango Delta, is a rich and diverse habitat
where the Okavango River drains into the sands of the Kalahari Desert.

Formerly known as Bechuanaland, the former British protectorate gained independence in
1966. Shortly after independence, the discovery of 3 of the words richest diamond deposits
helped in economic development of this stable and democratic African nation. Botswana is
considered an African success story, with strong democratic institutions, little corruption,
freedom of speech and sustained economic growth.

With a population of more than 1.5 million, including many different tribal groups, the majority
of people are Tswana, while other groups include the Herero, Mbukushu, Yei, San, Kalanga
and Kgalagadi.

climate

Southern Africa experiences a generally dry climate. In and around Johannesburg - There is a
summer rainy season from November to March. The dry season from April to October
includes the winter, when rain is rare and the nights can be very cold. Days are usually clear,
warm and sunny and nights can get frosty in June and July. In and around Cape Town, the
rain falls through winter (April to October) with a dry, warm summer (November to March).

wildlife

The wilderness areas of Africa are populated by large numbers of wild and potentially
dangerous animals. The trip aims to view these animals in their natural habitat, uncontrolled
by fences. Your experienced guides will make every effort to ensure the safety of the group at
all times. Please be aware that all safari travel, including vehicle safaris in the proximity of wild
animals is never entirely without risk. By travelling into wild areas in search of wild animals, all
participants accept that they are choosing an adventure that includes an element of risk and
this is an inherent aspect of the enjoyment of this style of travel.

chobe national park

Chobe National Park, in Botswana's northwest, was the country's first official national park. It
original inhabitant's were the San bushmen, a nomadic people who moved constantly in
search of food. Original San paintings can still be found inside rocky hills of the park. The park
is best known for it's number of Kalahari elephant's, over 50,000, which is Africa's largest
concentration. Lion, hyena, antelope, wildebeest, warthog, hippopotamus and zebras are also

commonly visible. The area's bird life is also prolific with more than 450 species recorded in
the park.

okavango delta

The Okavango Delta is the world's largest inland Delta. Today, the Okavango River has no
outlet to the sea but instead empties onto the sands of the Kalahari Desert. The Okavango is
home to an abundance of wildlife and attracts thousands of visitors each year. Elephants,
buffalo, hippopotamus, wildebeest, giraffe, lion, cheetah, and leopard can all be found here.
The park is also home to hyena, kudu, antelope, and both black and white rhinoceros, The
delta also includes over 400 species of birds, including the African Fish Eagle, the Crested
Crane, the Lilac-breasted Roller, and the Sacred Ibis.
