Day 1    SAT 21 APRIL 2012 (D)	
On arrival at Denpasar airport you will be met 
and transferred to our deluxe group hotel, The 
Bali Hyatt at Sanur located on Sanur Beach. 

It’s about a 20 - 30 minute transfer between 
the airport to the hotel . Guests may check into 
the hotel after 2pm on the arrival date. Anyone 
arriving earlier than 2pm will be checked in as 
soon as rooms become available.

The group gathers for welcome drinks (included 
with your package) followed by our private 
welcome barbeque buffet dinner on the beach, 
at the Bali Hyatt.
 
Day 2    SUN 22 APRIL 2012   (B,L) 
Enjoy a sumptuous buffet breakfast - you will not 
be disappointed.

Bicycle ride, Ubud
Experience the real Bali on bike. This tour is for 
travellers of all ages who would like to see the 
real Bali countryside. We transfer from our resort 
to Ubud (about 1 hour); the hills of Bali. This is an 
easy paced tour, along the back roads through 
villages (no or low traffic), gently downhill for 
approximately two hours (or a bit less). There 
will be many opportunities to stop and take 
photographs.  The tour includes a visit to a 
traditional Balinese family compound where you 
will enjoy a delicious Balinese meal. There’s also 
some free time in Ubud, to wander, shop or just 
relax in one of the many local cafés.

Cooking Class Alternative
There’s an alternative to the bicycle tour.  You 
can opt for the a wonderful cooking class that 
includes a market visit, a drive to a local village of 
Ubud and the highlight, a cooking class within 
a Balinese family compound. After the cooking 
class you will delight in enjoying your lunch 
banquet you have created during the class.

There will be a few hours free in Ubud to visit the 
markets and wander around this hill town before 
we transfer back to our resort. We should be back 
around 5pm to our hotel.

Tonight, your host has a local Sanur venue 
planned for anyone that wants to join the group 
or feel free to make your own arrangements. 
(dinner at your own expense).

Day 3   MON 23 APRIL 2012   (B, D)   	  
Enjoy breakfast at the hotel at your leisure. 

Today, to do as little or as much as you want.  
Take it easy and relax at the resort; maybe enjoy 
the resort Spa (all our guests receive a 20% 
discount on spa packages) laze about poolside 
sipping cocktails and enjoying some resort 
activities.

Early evening, we transfer to Seminyak (near 
Legian) for pre dinner drinks at our stunning 
group venue at a fabulous Seminyak beachfront 
restaurant. After dinner, there will be a group 
transfer available returning to our resort but if 
you’d like to stay out at one of the Seminyak 
bars or clubs, feel free to kick on; it’s easy and 
inexpensive to get a taxi back to the Bali Hyatt.

                                                                                           
Day 4    TUE 24 APRIL 2012 (B,L,D) 
Enjoy a buffet breakfast at your leisure.

At 10am we leave for our half day group 
excursion to the Volcano and Lake Batur. First 
we stop to visit the artisan villages (Tohpati 
for batik, Celuk for silver and Batuan for art 
painting). Then we visit a coffee farm, located 
in Seribatu village for tasting of Balinese coffee, 
ginger tea and Balinese spices.  We arrive to the 
view of the volcano and Lake Batur and enjoy a 
buffet lunch in a local restaurant with a view to 
the volcano.

After lunch we visit  ‘Tirta Empul ‘. Tirta Empul 
Temple is a holy spring water temple located 
in Tampak Siring Village, Gianyar regency and 
it is about 39 km eastwards from Denpasar 
town. In the west side of this temple, there is 
an Indonesian President palace was founded 
by the first president. Afterwards we make our 
way back to Sanur to be back around 3:30pm 
in the afternoon.

This evening, we meet for drinks, followed by 
dinner at a Sanur restaurant, a short stroll from 
the resort.

Day 5   WED 25 APRIL 2012 (B, D)	  
Enjoy a buffet breakfast at your leisure. 

There’s the day to enjoy at your leisure before a 
spectacular stage show followed by dinner in 
Nusa Dua.

Tonight, experience an unforgettable Bali 
Show  Devdan “Treasure of the Archipelago”.  
Devdan - treasure of the archipelago is a new 
stage performance “spectacular” in Bali; it is a 
high-energy visual tour of Indonesia’s culture 
and diversity.

It’s comparatively 
expensive for Bali prices (similar to upmarket 
venue prices in Australian capital cities) but 
the sublime experience is worth the extra 
pennies. About 1 to 1.5 hrs is sufficient to enjoy 

this unique venue. Then, head back for dinner 
with the group. Ask the hotel about organising a 
private driver who will drive you there, wait until 
you are ready to leave, then, return you to the Bali 
Hyatt.
