Day 1 (Homeport to Christchurch). Fly from your 
homeport to Christchurch where you will be met by 
a Grand Pacific Tours representative and transferred 
to your hotel. Tonight enjoy an introductory 
dinner and complimentary welcome drink.

Day 8 (Fox Glacier to Arthur’s Pass to 
Christchurch).  Travel to Hokitika and visit the 
Greenstone Factory. Continue into Arthur’s Pass 
and board The TranzAlpine, renowned as one of 
the great train journeys of the world. View rivers 
and valleys as you travel through the Waimakariri 
Basin, over massive viaducts and through the 
patchwork farmlands of the Canterbury Plains to 
the elegant city of Christchurch.

Travel to the 
Agrodome where you see performing sheep, a 
shearing display and sheep dog trial. Next visit 
Paradise Valley Springs, a superb wildlife park 
where you can hand feed rainbow trout. Some 
free time is available before an afternoon transfer 
to see the boiling mud pools and the awesome 

Geysers that Rotorua is famous for. This evening you 
will experience an entertaining Maori Hangi and 
Concert. (Breakfast and Specialty Dinner)
 
Day 13 (Rotorua to Auckland to Bay of Islands). 
Depart Rotorua and travel north via Auckland 
to the Parry Kauri Park to see a magnificent 
example of a Kauri Tree. Continue via Whangarei 
to Paihia in the heart of the beautiful Bay of 
Islands. Enjoy a guided tour of the Waitangi 
Treaty Grounds, location of the signing of the 
treaty between the Maori tribes and the British. 
Hotel Kingsgate Hotel Autolodge, 2 nights. 
(Breakfast and Dinner)
 
Day 14 (Bay of Islands). This morning travel aboard 
a luxury catamaran to Cape Brett and the famous 
Hole in the Rock. Stopover at Otehei Bay before 
returning via Russell to Paihia for a free afternoon. A 
range of optional activities are available or you may 
choose to relax and enjoy the pleasant atmosphere 
of the waterfront. (Breakfast and Dinner)
 
Day 15 (Bay of Islands to Auckland). Depart 
the Bay of Islands this morning and travel via 
Whangarei and Dargaville to Matakohe.
