Onarrival we have time
topurchaselunchbeforetakingafascinating
journey, retracing the life of a convict from
the time of his petty crime in England, to his
transportation to Port Arthur and finally his
life in the penal colony. We take a guided
walking tour through the Penal Settlement.
andacruisearoundthe harbourand pastthe
Isle of Dead. It was here that around 1000
convictsandexconvictpauperswereburied,
mostlyinunmarkedgraves.Lateafternoonwe
head to ouraccommodation, but not before
stoppingjustsouthofEaglehawkNecktosee
twodramaticnatural coastalattractions-the
TasmanArchandtheDevilsKitchen.Evenmore
dramatic when thereis arough sea running!
After a great day, we head back to our hotel.

Wednesday

Today we are going to the historic town of
Richmond. Richmond was proclaimed a
township in 1824. Its streets are paved with
historyandmanyofthefinecolonialbuildings
havebeenadaptedforuseasartgalleries,craft
shopsandrestaurantsandagaolthatpredates
PortArthurbyfiveyearsandisoneofthebest
preserved of Australia’s colonial prisons. The

convictbuiltRichmondBridgeovertheCoalRiver
isthe oldest bridge in Australia. We have time
to explore the township. Thenit'sonto Ross, a
garrisontownwitha Government StockRun,a
race courseand thefourcorners:-Temptation,
Salvation,DamnationandRecreationandthemost
beautifuloftheremainingoldbridgesinAustralia.
We have plenty of time to stretch our legs and
explorethisgorgeousvillageandpurchaselunch-
thearomaemanatingfromthelocalbakeryisvery
tempting! Our last stop today is Longford -an
historicpropertycalledWoolmersEstatewhich
wassettledbyThomasArcherin1816andisthe
oldestpropertyinAustraliatohavebeenowned
bytheonefamily.Weenjoyatourandafternoon
tea before arriving at our accommodation.

Day 05 (B,D): LAUNCESTON -CRADLE MOUNTAIN
Thursday

This morning we take a sightseeing tour of
Launceston.Thecitynestlesinthewidevalleys
formedbytheriversystemsandissurrounded
bymountains. Afterasightseeingtouroftown,
we spend some time in Cataract Gorge - a
magnificentReserveinthecitycentre.Thereare
some pleasant walks through the landscaped
gardens to the tea rooms, or those who are
interested can take aride on the chairlift (own
expense)whichcrossesthegorge.Oftheoverall
lengthof457metres,the308metrecentralspanis
claimedtobethelongestsinglespanintheworld.
EarlyafternoonwedrivetoSheffield,adelightful
townshipwhichsitsintheshadowsofMtRoland
andtheWesternTiers.Thetowncentrefeatures
many murals depicting the history of the area.
We have somefreetimetodiscoverthemurals
and purchase lunch before heading to Cradle
Mountain. Wearrivein atthe Cradle Mountain
Chateauwithsometimetowanderthroughthe
adjacentWildernessGallerybeforedinner. After
dinner,rugup,aswearevisitingDevilsCradle-a
conservationsanctuaryfortheTasmanianDevil.
Followingoureveningadventure,wereturnto
theChateau-whereanightcapintheloungebar
maybeinorder! (Breakfast&Dinnerinthehotel)

Day 06 (B,D): CRADLE MOUNTAIN -
QUEENSTOWN Friday
TodaywetravelintotheCradleMountainNational
ParkforaguidedtouroftheNational Park. Late
morningwejointhe MurchinsonHighwayand
drive south to the fascinating historic town of
Zeehan, once a booming silver-mining town
known as’silver city' It also had a lot of bars, a
thrivingtheatreandarollicking sociallife. Rich
in mining history, its economy is now focused
aroundtourismandthenearbyRenisonBelltin
mine. We can purchase lunch in a local cafe
beforeavisittotheWestCoastPioneerMuseum.
OurbasefortonightisQueenstown,atownwhich
wasestablishedasaresultofthediscoveryofgold
and othermineralsat Mount Lyelllast century.
Queenstownissurroundedbymountains,which
wereoncecoveredinvegetationbutwhichare
nowstrangelybareandstainedpurple,greyand
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pinkbysulphurfumesfromminingprocesses.

The area to
ourimmediaterightis partofthehugeSouth
WestNationalPark,which,combinedwiththe
Franklin-GordonWildRiversNationalmakesup
almostonethirdofthelandmassofTasmania.
Of course much of this area is now World
HeritageListed.Forourafternoonvisitwestop
at the beautiful Russell Falls in the Mt Field
NationalPark.WearrivebackinHobartaftera
dayofpicturesquetouring.(Breakfast&Dinner
in the hotel and Lunch at Derwent Bridge)
